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Drama and Theatre Studies AS and A level is a subject which combines both the practical and academic study of classic and modern theatre practice.











The course is primarily aimed at students who studied Drama at GCSE level, but students who have not studied it as a GCSE will only be accepted if they have grade C or above or above





A Performance Workshop:





This is a practical module where you will realise a section from a play and devise your own piece of theatre on a given theme.





You will study two texts for this unit, one pre-1900 text, the other a post 1900 text in preparation for a written exam, this will be done from the point of view of a director.





You will also be answering a question on live theatre you have seen, so begin seeing theatre now as both entertainment and as an opportunity to reflect on your own work as a practitioner.








This is a practical module where you will realise a section from a play and �a perform a devised piece.





There is also a written evaluation of your work.





You will study two plays from the point of view of a director or designer and write about how you would stage a short scene from a play.
