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Fashion textiles encourages students to express their creative side while looking at the work of current and classic fashion icons, cultural effects on fashion and gives them the opportunity to learn the skills in order to produce their own Haute Couture pieces.











Students who wish to pursue a career in the Fashion industry, study Art with textiles as their medium or simply learn how to create their own one off individual garments.


Minimum entry is GCSE English grade C. Previous study of a Design or Arts subject is preferred but not essential.











 What will I study?


Candidates are given the opportunity to create visual and tactile meaning through expressive, functional and decorative responses by manipulating fibres and fabrics.


Candidates learn:


Fashion design drawing


Pattern cutting


Garment construction


Accessories


The work of designers past and present.


Design in context.


Skills referring to the use of formal elements of Textile design, such as shape, colour, texture, pattern and/or repetition.


Understanding of space, composition, rhythm, repetition, scale and structure.


Understanding of role and function.


Understanding of conventions and genre.











Portfolio from starting points such as Art Nouveau, Dance, Impressionism and Tribal dress.  The focus is on including work that shows exploration, research, acquisition of techniques and skills.

















Candidates select one starting point from an early release question paper. Candidates are given 3 weeks to plan and prepare. Candidates are then given 5 hours of controlled time to work on developing their idea into a realisation/outcome.








Candidates submit one major project which has a personal significance. The investigation includes a related personal study that must be between 1000 – 3000 words.











Candidates select one starting point from an early release question paper. They are given a minimum of 3 weeks to plan and prepare. In 15 hours of controlled time, candidates work to plan and then realise ideas into a final outcome.
