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BTEC Level 2 Diploma in Public Services is an exam-free alternative to GCSEs, taking a more engaging, practical approach to learning and assessment. It is an industry-related qualification geared to key sector Public Service requirements and equates to 4 GCSEs grade �A – C.











The course is geared to equip learners with the knowledge, understanding and skills required for success when moving towards a career in the Uniformed Public Services such as Police, Emergency Fire Services, Security, Prison Services or the Armed Services.

Learners develop, teamwork, communication, professional and personal skills that are essential transferable skills across a wide range of career choices including those within the Public Services.








Provides learners with an understanding of employment opportunities in the Uniformed Public Services. Enables them to develop knowledge of the main roles, conditions of service and understanding of their main responsibilities.





Enables learners to gain knowledge and understanding of applying and preparing for a job in their chosen Public Service, and develop skills needed to prepare for the application process.





Gain an understanding of legal and procedural aspects of health and safety at work, as well as the role of employer and employee in maintaining good health and a knowledge of sources of support.





Develop an understanding of the effect crime has on society, communities and individuals. Understand who victims are, how crime is reported and recorded, the effective management of crime, methods and measures to combat crime and to reduce public anxieties.  Look at offender management and consider options for punishment.





Provides learners with knowledge, skills, attitudes and values to become a thoughtful and informed citizen and Public Service employee. Designed to develop awareness of rights and responsibilities as well as respect for different ethnic, religious and national groups.
