The Uniform

A new uniform has been in place for all students since
September 2008. The uniform is as follows:

. Black blazer with school badge

« White shirt/blouse

« School tie

. Black trousers/knee length skirt - plain with no decoration

Physical Education Uniform

We have decided to update our PE uniform in line with the new school
uniform.

Regrettably, if your child does not attend one of the above
schools but does receive free school meals they will need to
pay for their school meal on this occasion.
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The school is proud to present Bytes Café, a self-service café which
provides healthy food prepared daily.

The main dining area has several serving points where your child can
buy their meals. There is a Fast Bytes point, a vending suite, plus a
mai n meal point where a O0chef ds
bought.

Students can buy baguettes, hot and cold pasta dishes, baked
potatoes, pizza, fresh fruit, yoghurts, home-made buns, biscuits,
muffins, hot and cold drinks and lots more.

. Breakfast is served from
8.15 am - 8.40 am and lunch
can be ordered at this time.

. Mid-morning break is from
11.05 am-11.20 am when
snacks are available.

. Lunch is served from
12.20 pm - 1.10 pm.

We operate a 'cashless' system in our dining room. On the first day
of the school year, new students are registered on the system using
their index finger*. Money can be put on to a student's account in
three ways:

Secure internet payment (details are given to students on the
first day), by cheque made payable to 'Nottinghamshire County
Council' or at machines in the dining hall - coins only please; no
bank notes accepted.

To ensure things run smoothly, students are advised to bring a few
coins on their first day.

This system offers a secure way to pay because students don't have
to carry cash around. Also, when students go to buy food from the
counter, their photo appears on the till screen.

*Please note that a card can be issued to those students who do not wish to be registered using their finger.
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The Music Department offers instrumental lessons on the
following instruments:

Lessons are in the school day and last for 20 minutes. They are
organised on a rota basis so that students do not miss the same
lessons every week. There are instrumental ensembles for each group
(eg. Flute group, Choir, Samba group).

Contributions by students of £33 for shared lessons per term or £66 for
individual lessons are to be made at the start of each term. These
charges are regularly under review and there is a minimum of 10
lessons per term. If your child does not have their own instrument it may
be possible to loan instruments to students. Please contact the Head of
Music for further information.

Tuition is free for those receiving free school meals or where
parents/carers are holders of the NHS exemption card.

Students are expected to participate in lunchtime and/or after school
musical activities when they reach an appropriate standard of playing.
This presents opportunities for students to perform in evening concerts
and public events during the year.
