Please ensure that any absence is
accounted for promptly by
telephoning the school (before
9.00am) on the first day your child
is absent and by writing a note in
your son's/daughter's planner.

Attendance Panel

Attendance panels will be held in
school for parents of students
whose attendance falls below an
acceptable level. The panel will
consist of the Chair of Governors,
the School Attendance Advisor and
members of the school staff. Targets
will be set to improve attendance at
this meeting.

If the students attendance does not
improve, further legal action, will
be taken.
