History students from Years 10 and 11 visited 
theatres in Loughborough and Newark just  
before half -term, to help them with their GCSE 
courses. Both presentations began with an 'Exam

example answers to exam questions, to give them 
an idea of how to approach particular questions 
in order to gain the higher level marks.

At 
the end, they were asked to vote on which  
individual they felt had made the biggest  
contribution to medicine.
