Ofsted have inspected the school, almost 
exactly a year since they judged we needed 
a 'Notice to Improve' and the news is good.  
A year ago, inspectors could see where we 
were going, but were forced to issue the  
notice on the basis of past results.  A year 
on, inspectors are satisfied with the quality 
of teaching and the standards reached by 
students in last summerõs exams. An  
inspection makes judgements on a school 
on 26 separate categories.  We were rated 
as good on 19.  They also agreed with us 
that our results this summer will be above 
national averages.  All this led them to the 
conclusion we are a rapidly improving 
school.  
 

Inspectors were impressed by the behaviour 
of students, no mean feat considering the 
snowy weather! They rated the levels  
of care for students, their personal  
development,   the curriculum and leader-
ship at all levels in the school as good.  
 

When it is published, we will post the report 
on our school website.  I do hope parents, 
carers and friends of the school will find it 
interesting reading and feel as proud as I am 
to be associated with the school.

The aim of the Business/ICT Faculty is to make 
learning as enjoyable and as effective as we 
can. We have a variety of courses that students 
can study to enable them to achieve their  
potential.  At Key Stage 3 the students learn how 
to apply ICT skills in order to solve every day 
problems.  At Key Stage 4 students study  
National ICT Level 2, which allows them to take 
a more engaging, practical approach to learning 
and assessment. Units of study include ICT 
Skills for Business, Creating Computer Graphics 
and Webpage creation.  The Faculty also offers 
National Business Level 2, which again allows 
students to take a more engaging approach  
to their learning. Units of study include  
Investigating Business and Marketing for  
Business.  
 

At post 16, the Faculty offers AS and A Level  
Applied Business and ICT.  In addition, National 
Level 2 Travel and Tourism is available to study.
