This affects all subjects so, at any point during 
the school year, Year 10 and Year 11 students 
are likely to be doing controlled assessment in 
one subject or another. It is therefore vital that 
Year 10 and Year 11 students are not  taken  
out of school for holidays or any other activities. 
Missing controlled assessments will seriously 
affect  final grades for students, as controlled 
assessment is worth between 20% and 50% of 
GCSE courses, depending on the subject.
