On Sunday 20 th September, 12 students and 2 teachers from the Anne -Frank -Gymnasium, Aachen,  
Germany came to spend the week with us in Kimberley.  Mr Vinter, Ms Smith and Mr Paxton fetched them 
from the airport, and we met them at the front of school in bright sunshine. It was about 6pm when they 
arrived.  Ms Johannsen waited with us.  
 

Monday morning was normal lessons, a real experience for the Germans, who donõt have a uniform and 
donõt do all the same lessons as us. The afternoon was something completely different for both  
nationalities!  We had drinks and cakes in the Community Room and there were some special guests ð the 
Mayor and Mayoress, as well as Mr Teal and Mr Wilson, Chairman of Governors. Sam and Laurie said some 
words of welcome to our guests, as did the Mayor on behalf of the borough of Broxtowe. The  
German students made presentations in English about their city Aachen, their food and drink, ôslangõ, 
most popular TV programmes, sport, tourism and shopping in Aachen. These were extremely good.  An 
invited guest from Year 11 writes, ôI enjoyed the afternoonéI found it very interesting to hear what they 
thought about our country. I learnt a lot from their presentations and could tell they made a big effort  
on these.õ 
 

Tuesday morning we again came to school as normal. In the afternoon, we all went into Nottingham for an 
organized visit to the Galleries of Justice. This was ôinterestingõ! Saskia made a very good judge, though 
we did get called a few unpleasant names by the other actors!  There was plenty of time afterwards to do 
our own thing in Nottingham.  
 

Wednesday was a full -day trip to Oxford including several colleges of the university ð we actually went into 
Balliol, Trinity, Corpus Christi and Christ Church (used for many bits of the Harry Potter films) ð and also 
saw the Bodleian Library, Radcliffe Camera and many other sights.
