Examination results at A Level and GCSE leap up!  
 

Many students were  
celebrating this summer in the 

wake of another wonderful  
set of examination results.   

 

At A Level, the average exam entry was an entire 
grade higher than the year before. More than a third  
of these grades (36.3%) were A* -B. At A Level, pass 
grades are A* -E, so you can see that this is quite an 
achievement. So much so, in fact, that only one other 
Nottinghamshire school achieved a bigger jump. The 
school bucked the national trend, with 95% of our  
University hopefuls achieving their goal. Good luck to 
all of them in their degree courses.  
 

At GCSE, 60% of Year 11 achieved 5 or more A* -C 
grades including both their English and their Maths.  In 
Broxtowe, only The George Spencer Academy did  
better, but at least we knocked them out of the South 
Notts cup this term! The Year 11 results included some 
impressive statistics. Three out of every four exams sat 
achieved a C grade or higher. One in five were A* or A.   
 

Governors consult over Academy status  
 

Parents will receive a letter shortly inviting you to a 
consultation meeting over Academy status. Governors 
are seeking the views of our community as they  
consider whether to apply for this status for our 
school. They are keen to ensure that the school retains 
its strong identity as a school for our community, that 
the well -being of students, parents and staff continue 
to drive our actions and that we are able to maintain 
our strong record of school improvement in these  
challenging times.  
 

Parents will be interested to learn that one third of  
the 45 Nottinghamshire secondary schools are now  
academies and a further eight have applications  
awaiting government approval. Their reasons for 
changing status certainly vary considerably and I am 
not privy to the details. It is clear, however, that at one 
extreme are schools that have experienced difficulties 
with their performance and academy status has  
enabled a change of leadership. At the other extreme 
are highly successful schools, such as George Spen-
cer (see above!), who claim to have gained greater  
financial security and greater autonomy to focus on 
their futures. The issues are complex and Governors 
are keen to hear your views. We have been talking to 
our family schools, local parish councils, staff unions 
and students. Parents are naturally an important part 
of the process. Governors will decide whether to apply 
for the status later this academic year.
